In case of mismatch in the date of birth mentioned in the E-Admit 
Card and photo ID/Certificate brought in support of date of birth, the 
candidate will not be allowed to appear in the recruitment process. 
 

 12.11 Any other document mentioned in the E-Admit Card shall also be 
carried by the candidates while appearing in the recruitment process.

Relaxation in height and chest (as the case may be) as mentioned above 
for the candidates other than those belonging to ST category will be 
permissible only on production of original certificate at the time of 
PET/PST/DV in the proforma as prescribed in Annexure-VI from the 
competent authorities.

 13.2.2 All questions will be of Objective Multiple Choice type. The Written 

Examination will be conducted in English and Hindi languages under 
OMR/Computer Based Test (CBT) Mode only. There shall be no negative 
marking. 

 13.2.3 The date(s) of examination will be informed to candidates only through 
CISF website  https://cisfrectt.cisf.gov.in 

 13.2.4 There shall be no provision for re-evaluation/ re-checking of the scores. No 
correspondence in this regard shall be entertained. 
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 13.2.5 Tentative Answer Keys of the Written Examination (OMR/CBT) will be 
placed on the CISF website https://cisfrectt.cisf.gov.in after the 
Examination.

during PET, his candidature will be cancelled forthwith.
